FAMILY ASSESSMENT — Campus Fund
Upon enrolling their first child at NSA, each family is required to pay a $3,000 fee for the Campus Fund.

The Campus Fund is generally used for major repairs to buildings, grounds and other physical assets of the school. The fee
may be paid in a lump sum or, for additional fees, may be extended over a 2 through 6 year period.

REGISTRATION FEE

A “per student” registration fee is paid annually when the enrollment contract is submitted. This charge is non-refundable
and is not part of tuition charges.

Early School - $50 ifreceived within 30 days from date on enrollment contract
After 30 days — additional $25 penalty fee for a total fee of $75
K through 12 - $200 if received within 30 days from date on enrollment contract
After 30 days — additional $150 penalty fee for a total fee of $350

LOWER SCHOOL — BOOK & CLASS FEES

Students in Kindergarten through Grade 7 are charged a field trip fee. This fee varies by grade.

Students in grade 5 are required to purchase a 5" grade social studies book, which is used again in grade 6.

Students in grade 7 are required to purchase a 7" grade social studies book, which is used again in Grade 8.
Students in grades 6 & 7 are required to purchase a gym uniform for their physical education classes.

Any 6™ or 7" graders in Band are charged a band class fee and are responsible for either purchasing their instrument
or renting one through the school.

e Any 6™ or 7" graders in Chorus are charged a chorus class fee and are responsible for purchasing choral attire
through the school.

UPPER SCHOOL - BOOK & CLASS FEES

Students in Grades 8 through 12 are required to purchase textbooks which are distributed by teachers on the first day of class.
The cost of books, plus fees associated with special classes such as AP courses, photography, band, chorus and physical
education, are billed by the Business Office prior to October 1, 2008.

FAMILY TUITION DISCOUNTS
There is a discount of $1,000 for the 3™ child and $1,500 for each additional child enrolled within the same family at the
same time.
